All Saints Eve 1891
First Dedication

On 31st October 1891 All Saints West Dulwich
was first dedicated to the glory of God by Huyshe

ma r k syoléol Peatfhdn Bishop df Sodtiwark.

All Saints began in Croxted Road in 1877 to
serve a Dulwich population which was

increasing as the railways expanded. Originally a
6tin tabernacl eb6,
building for 700 people, it was rebuilt on the
present site in the late Nineteenth Century.
The architect was George Fellowes Prynne,
who went on to design Colombo Cathedral in
Sri Lanka.

The 1891 building was gutted by fire in June
2000. With only the towering Victorian walls left

standing, the ruined building was open to the sky.

Over the next six years it was rebuilt,
reopening at Easter 2006.
